A B S TR A CT

Bu makale, Suriye i¢ Savasi sonrasinda Tiirkiye'ye gé¢ etmek zorunda kalan Cerkeslerin gé¢ deneyimini, ¢oklu
yerinden edilme ve toplumsal hafiza cergevesinde ele almaktadir. Calisma, gocu yalnizca mekansal bir hareketlilik
olarak degil, kusaklararasi aktarilan tarihsel, kiltUrel ve travmatik bir streg¢ olarak kavramsallastirmaktadir. Bu
dogrultuda, Cerkeslerin 1864 Biiylk Sirglni'nden itibaren tekrar eden zorunlu gé¢ deneyimlerinin, bugiinkl gog

anlatilarinda nasil yeniden kuruldugu ve anlamlandirildigi tartisiimaktadir.

Makale, saha verisi elde etmeksizin ikincil veri kaynaklarina dayanan nitel bir analiz olarak kurgulanmistir. Suriyeli
Cerkesler lzerine yapilmis akademik calismalar, gazeteci réportajlari ve Tirkiye'de faaliyet gosteren Ug¢ Cerkes
derneginin baskanlariyla yapilan kisa goriismelerden elde edilen veriler tematik analiz yontemiyle incelenmistir.
Analiz sonucunda "1864'lin glincele sirayet etmesi (postbellek)", "coklu yerinden edilme", "postbellek ve travma",
"kusaklararasi hafiza aktarimi", "mekansal hafiza" ve "toplumsal hafiza pratikleri" olmak Uzere alti ana tema

belirlenmistir.

Goglerin surekliligi ve kusaklar arasi aktarimi, toplumsal hafiza agisindan merkezi dGneme sahiptir. Toplumsal hafiza
kuramlari, topluluklarin hatirladiklari veya unuttuklari olaylarin grup dinamiklerine, taniklara, zamana ve mekana
ickin sekillendigini 6ne sirer. Halbwachs (2018), topluluklarin ortak bir hafizaya sahip oldugunu ve bu hafizanin
olusumu, stirdirtilmesi ve unutulmasinda belirli toplumsal ¢ergevelerin etkili oldugunu belirtir. Go¢ deneyimlerinin
travmatik yapisini kusaklar arasi aktarimini agiklayabilecek postbellek kavrami, ikinci ve tGglincl kusaklarin dogrudan
taniklik etmedikleri ancak kendilerine gliclii ve ¢ogu zaman travmatik bicimde aktarilan deneyimlerle kurduklari
iliskiyi tanimlar (Hirsch, 2008).

Cerkesler, ¢oklu yerinden edilme ve yeniden yerlesme deneyimlerinin i¢ ice gectigi bir diaspora toplulugudur. 19.
ylzyilda Carhlik Rusyasi'nin kolonyal politikalari dogrultusunda, ilk toplu gb¢ deneyimlerini anavatanlarindan ayrilarak
yasamislardir. Cerkeslerin "1864 Biyilk Cerkes Strglinii" olarak adlandirdigi bu olay, toplulugun hafizasinda kurucu
ve travmatik bir kirlma noktasi olmustur. Osmanli topraklarinda gesitli bolgelere yerlestirilen Cerkesler, imparatorluk

sinirlari icinde de gé¢ etmeye zorlanmis ve bir kismi Suriye'ye yerlesmistir.

Suriye'ye gelen Cerkeslerin bir kismi Golan Tepeleri'ne yerlestirilmistir. 1967'de gerceklesen Arap-israil (Alti Giin)
Savasi'nin ardindan Golan Tepeleri'nin isgal edilmesiyle Cerkesler, Suriye'nin i¢ bolgelerine, Sam'a, Amerika'ya ya da

Sovyetler Birligi'ne gd¢ etmek zorunda kalmistir.
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2011'de Suriye ic Savasi'yla birlikte Cerkesler derinden etkilenmistir. Bu tigiincii biyik goc dalgasi, bu kez Suriye
diasporasindan Tirkiye diasporasina dogru hareketlilige yol agmistir. Boylelikle 19. ylizyildan 21. yilizyila uzanan bu
zorunlu gog, yerinden edilme donglist Cerkesler icin streklilik arz eden bir hafiza insasini beraberinde getirmistir. Bu
coklu siireg, toplulugun hem yerinden edilmeye hem de yeni yerlesimlerde kurulan toplumsal diizene dair hafizanin

olusmasina zemin hazirlamistir.

Bulgular, Cerkeslerin go¢ deneyiminin miinferit ve gecici bir olay olarak degil, tarihsel olarak katmanlasan ve her yeni
yerinden edilme ile yeniden anlam kazanan dongusel bir yapi olarak kurgulandigini géstermektedir. 1864 siirgiin,
dogrudan deneyimlenmemis olmasina ragmen, postbellek yoluyla sonraki kusaklarin hafizasinda kurucu bir
travmatik cerceve olarak varhgini stirdiirmektedir. Ayrica dernekler, anma torenleri ve kiltlrel faaliyetler araciligiyla

toplumsal hafizanin kurumsal ve pratik diizeyde yeniden uretildigi gorilmektedir.

Bu ¢alisma, ¢oklu yerinden edilmenin ve kusaklararasi travmanin gog literatiirinde daha merkezi bir kategori olarak
ele alinmasi gerektigini ileri sirmekte; Suriyeli Cerkeslerin deneyimi lzerinden gdg, diaspora ve hafiza arasindaki

iliskiye kuramsal bir katki sunmaktadir.

israil'e yonelik gd¢ hareketleri, klasik goc literatiiriinde ele alindigi bicimiyle yalnizca niifus transferi ya da is giicii
dolasimi olarak degil; bizzat toplumsal yapinin kurucu bir bileseni olarak islev gérmiistiir. Gog, Israil baglaminda
devlet insasi, kimlik Gretimi, sinifsal tabakalasma ve mekansal ayrisma sliregleriyle i¢ ice ge¢mis bir "kurucu slreg"tir.
Bu bildiri, israil toplumunda géciin demografik bir olgu olmaktan ziyade yapisal bir déniisim mekanizmasi olarak

nasil isledigini sosyolojik bir perspektiften analiz etmeyi amaglamaktadir.

1948 sonrasi go¢ dalgalari, yalnizca niifusu artirmakla kalmamis; ayni zamanda yeni bir toplumsal hiyerarsi Gretmistir.
Avrupa kokenli Askenaz Yahudiler, kiiltiirel sermaye, egitim ve kurumsal deneyim avantajlari sayesinde devlet
blrokrasisi, akademi ve yiksek vasifli mesleklerde merkezi konumlara yerlesirken; Orta Dogu ve Kuzey Afrika'dan
gelen Mizrahi Yahudiler cogunlukla ¢evre yerlesimlere, dislik statiili mesleklere ve daha kirilgan yasam kosullarina
yonlendirilmistir. Bu ayrisma, Pierre Bourdieu'nlin kavramsallastirdigi bicimiyle farkl sermaye tirlerinin (kaltarel,

sosyal, ekonomik) esitsiz dagilimi tGizerinden kalici bir tabakalasma rejimi Gretmistir.

1989 sonrasi Sovyetler Birligi'nden gelen gog ise bu yapiyi hem donistiirmiis hem de yeniden lretmistir. Yiksek
egitimli ve teknik uzmanliga sahip bu grup, israil'de yiikselen bilgi ekonomisinin tasiyicisi haline gelirken, gégmenlik
statlistiniin kendisi hala kirilgan bir konum yaratmistir. Bu durum, Saskia Sassen'in kiiresel sehirler ve kiiresel emek
rejimleri Gzerine yaptigl analizlerle uyumlu bicimde, go¢menlerin ayni anda hem ekonomik olarak merkezi hem de

toplumsal olarak marjinal konumlarda bulunabilecegini gdstermektedir.

2000'li yillardan itibaren Afrika'dan gelen siginmacilar ve diizensiz go¢menler ise israil toplumunda yeni bir "&teki"

kategorisi Gretmistir. Bu gruplar hukuki glivenceden yoksun, gegici ve gorlinmez emek alanlarinda yogunlagsmakta;
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mekansal olarak da kentlerin ¢ceperlerinde toplanmaktadir. Bu siireg, goclin yalnizca entegrasyon degil, ayni zamanda

dislama ve sinir Gretimi mekanizmasi olarak da igledigini ortaya koymaktadir.

israil'de sabit bir olgu degil; siirekli olarak yeniden tanimlanan, siyasallastirilan ve toplumsal sinirlar treten bir
sirectir. Kim "makbul gogmen", kim "tehdit", kim "ekonomik kaynak" olarak gorilmektedir sorusu, yalnizca
demografik degil, ideolojik ve kultirel micadelelerin de merkezindedir. Gog¢ politikalari bu nedenle teknik

diizenlemeler degil; ulusal kimligin, yurttasligin ve aidiyetin yeniden tanimlandigi siyasal araglardir.

Sonug olarak israil 8rnegi, géciin toplumsal diizenin dissal bir girdisi degil, bizzat onun kurucu ve yeniden iiretici bir
unsuru oldugunu gdstermektedir. Gog, israil toplumunda yalnizca niifusu degil; sinif yapisini, mekansal érgiitlenmeyi,
kimlik kategorilerini ve esitsizlik rejimlerini Giretmektedir. Bu nedenle gégii anlamak, israil toplumunun kendisini

anlamanin temel yollarindan biridir.

Devrimci Mesruiyet ve iktidarin Doniisiimii: Ahmed Sara ve Ruhullah
Humeyni Uzerine Karsilastirmali Bir Analiz

A B S T R A C T

Bu calisma, Ahmed Sara ile Ruhullah Humeyni'nin iktidara ylkselis stireclerini karsilastirmali tarihsel bir perspektifle
incelemeyi amacglamaktadir. Analiz, 6zellikle devlet krizleri donemlerinde halk mobilizasyonu, silahli aktorler ve
ideolojik dénlisim arasindaki iliskiye odaklanmaktadir. Suriye'de 2020'li yillarda ortaya ¢ikan siyasal baglam ile
1970'lerin sonundaki iran devrimi 6nemli élciide farklilik gdsterse de, her iki 8rnek de devrimci mesruiyetin nasil insa
edildigi ve dini liderlik, toplumsal hareketler ile silahl 6rgltler arasindaki ittifaklarin devrim sonrasi yonetisimi nasil

sekillendirdigi konusunda 6nemli sorular ortaya koymaktadir.

1979 iran Devrimi, karizmatik bir dini liderin heterojen bir devrimci koalisyonu yeni bir siyasal diizene
donistliirmesine dair 6nemli bir tarihsel 6rnek sunmaktadir. Humeyni, Pehlevi monarsisine karsi kitlesel protestolarin
ortasinda surglinden dénms ve kisa stirede din adamlari, tliccarlar, 6grenciler, sol gruplar ve liberal milliyetcilerden
olugan genis bir ittifakin sembolik merkezi haline gelmistir. Devrim baslangicta farkli ideolojik gruplari otoriterlige ve
dis mudahaleye karsi ortak bir miicadele etrafinda birlestirmistir. Ancak monarsinin ¢oktsinin ardindan Humeyni
ve din adamlarindan olusan cevresi, velayet-i fakih doktrinini kurumsallastirarak ve devrime katilmis sekiler ve
liberal aktorleri siyasal alandan giderek dislayarak iktidari pekistirmistir. Béylece erken dénem devrimci cogulculuk,

Devrim Muhafizlari gibi kurumlarin da destegiyle daha merkezi ve ideolojik bir islami siyasal diizene déniismistiir.

Ahmed el-Sara'nin etrafinda sekillenen ¢agdas Suriye 6rnegi de devrimci mesruiyet ve siyasal donisiim agisindan
benzer sorulari giindeme getirmektedir. Suriye i¢ savasinin dinamikleri icinde muhalif silahli aglarin 6nde gelen
figlirlerinden biri olarak ortaya ¢ikan Sara'nin otoritesi, savas alanindaki mesruiyet, érgitsel yeniden yapilanma ve
hareketinin siyasi kimligini yeniden tanimlama g¢abalarinin birlesimiyle sekillenmistir. Liderliginin hem rejim kontroli
disindaki bolgelerde olusan yerel toplumsal destekten hem de zaman iginde donilsen silahli gruplarla kurulan
ittifaklardan beslendigi goriilmektedir. Bu durum, askeri micadele ile toplumsal mobilizasyonun i¢ ice gectigi dnceki

devrimci sliregleri hatirlatan karma bir mesruiyet bicimi ortaya koymaktadir.
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Bununla birlikte iki 6rnek arasinda énemli farklar bulunmaktadir. Humeyni, mevcut devlet yapisini kisa sirede
ortadan kaldiran Ulke g¢apinda bir devrimci hareketin lideri olarak ortaya gikarken, Sara'nin siyasi seyri bolgesel
midahalelerin, milis siyasetinin ve kurumsal belirsizligin sekillendirdigi parcali bir savas sonrasi ortamda
ilerlemektedir. Bu nedenle calisma, iran devrimi deneyiminin Suriye'deki olasi siyasal gelismeleri anlamak icin ne
dlciide analitik bir cerceve sunabilecegini sorgulamaktadir. Ozellikle devrimci koalisyonlar sayesinde gii¢c kazanan
liderlerin zamanla ideolojik iktidari merkezilestirerek erken doénem destekgcilerini dislama egilimi gosterip

gostermedigi sorusu ele alinmaktadir.

Bu karsilastirmali analiz, devrimci liderlik, koalisyon siyasetinin strdirilebilirligi ve ideolojik yonetim ile ¢ogulcu
beklentiler arasindaki gerilime dair daha genis kuramsal tartismalara katki sunmayi amaglamaktadir. Calisma, tarihsel
benzetmelerin dikkatle kullaniimasi gerektigini vurgulamakla birlikte, iran 6rneginin halk mobilizasyonuna dayal
devrimci mesruiyetin zamanla daha diglayici bir siyasal diizene evrilebilecegini gosterdigini ileri sirmektedir. Bu

olasilik, farkli tarihsel kosullara ragmen diger devrimci baglamlar icin de 6nemli bir analitik perspektif sunmaktadir.

A B S TR A CT

Bu bildiri, 1900-1930 vyillari arasinda Fransiz kadin dergilerinde Kuzey Afrikali kadinin nasil temsil edildigini
incelemeyi amaclamaktadir. Calisma, somiurgecilik ile toplumsal cinsiyet arasindaki iliskiyi kiltlrel temsil Gzerinden
ele alarak Fransiz imparatorluk sdyleminin giindelik basin araciligiyla nasil yeniden Uretildigini tartismaktadir.
Fransa'nin Kuzey Afrika'daki somirge diizeni 6zellikle Cezayir, Tunus ve Fas lizerinden sekillenmis; bu siyasal yapi
yalnizca idari ve ekonomik alanlarda degil, ayni zamanda kultirel Gretim ve medya sdylemlerinde de etkili olmustur.
Bu baglamda kadin dergileri, hem Fransiz orta sinif kadinlarina hitap eden popiler yayinlar hem de sémiirge

diinyasinin glindelik hayal gliciinde yeniden Uretildigi 6nemli mecralar olarak degerlendirilmistir.

Calismanin kapsami, 20. yizyilin baslarinda yayimlanan ve genis bir okuyucu kitlesine ulasan Fransiz kadin
dergileridir. Ozellikle Femina, La Vie Heureuse ve Le Petit Echo de la Mode gibi dergilerde yayimlanan makaleler,
seyahat yazilari, roportajlar ve gorsel materyaller donem kaynaklari olarak 6nem teskil etmektedir. Bu yayinlarin,
Kuzey Afrikali kadinlara iliskin anlatilarin nasil dretildigini incelemek icin temel kaynak olarak kullaniimasi
hedeflenmektedir. Arastirma yontemi olarak tarihsel basin analizi ile nitel sdylem analizi bir arada kullaniimistir.
incelenen metinler ve gorseller, temsillerin hangi kavramsal cerceveler icinde kuruldugunu ortaya koymak amaciyla

degerlendirilmistir. Analiz slirecinde 6zellikle "egzotizm", "geleneksellik", "medenilestirme misyonu" ve "modern
kadinlik" gibi temalar Gzerinden sdylemsel kaliplar tespit edilmistir.

Arastirmanin bulgulari, Fransiz kadin dergilerinde Kuzey Afrikali kadinlarin cogunlukla egzotik, geleneksel ve edilgen
figurler olarak tasvir edildigini gostermektedir. Buna karsilik Fransiz kadini modernlik, ilerleme ve medeniyetin
taslyicisi olarak konumlandirilmaktadir. Ayrica bazi yazilarda Kuzey Afrikali kadinlarin egitim ve glndelik yasam
pratikleri Gizerinden "donustirilmesi gereken" toplumsal aktérler olarak ele alinmasi, somirgeci "medenilestirme

misyonu'"nun toplumsal cinsiyet boyutunu ortaya koymaktadir. Koloni ve protektora yonetimleri arasindaki idari
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farklihklara ragmen, dergilerdeki temsillerin blylk Olciide benzer sodylemsel kaliplar Gzerinden Uretildigi
gorilmektedir.

Sonug olarak calisma, Fransiz kadin basininin yalnizca moda ve yasam tarzi igerikleri sunan populer yayinlar
olmadigini; ayni zamanda sémiirge ideolojisinin glindelik kiltirde yeniden dretildigi 6nemli bir kiltirel alan
oldugunu gostermektedir. Bu baglamda bildiri, somurgecilik, toplumsal cinsiyet ve medya arasindaki iliskiye tarihsel
bir perspektif sunarak Kuzey Afrika'nin Fransiz kamusal tahayyilindeki yerini anlamaya katki saglamayi
hedeflemektedir.

This paper argues that the contemporary demand for proof
operates as a political technology that sorts lives into those presumed grievable and those rendered permanently
suspect. Rather than treating verification as a purely epistemic virtue, | read it as a normative regime. It organizes

what can appear, who can be believed, and which deaths can enter public memory as losses.

The argument proceeds through a political-philosophical triad: frame, face, and opacity. Frames are not mere visual
borders. They are pre-decisions that allocate intelligibility and distribute grievability. The face marks the ethical
scene of address (an encounter that calls for response) yet this address is repeatedly displaced by proceduralized
forms of witnessing. Open-source investigations and "forensic" image practices promise rigor and safety, but they
can also relocate moral responsibility into technical workflows, turning testimony into an object whose value
depends on triangulation, chain-of-custody logics, and institutional uptake. Meanwhile, platform governance
intensifies the paradox of visibility: content moderation, shadow demotion, blurring, and deletion can produce a
world in which there are more images of Palestinian suffering and yet less recognizability, as circulation is shaped by

opaque standards, linguistic mismatch, and automated systems that struggle with context.

Against both the fetish of transparency and the romance of silence, | propose ethically constrained opacity as a
political achievement: a cultivated limit on extractive visibility. Opacity here is not the abandonment of truth-claims,
but a set of criteria for when to withhold, when to contextualize, and how to separate secure preservation from
public spectacle, grounding the politics of evidence in dignity, autonomy, and responsibility rather than compulsory

exposure.

The Right to a Healthy Environment in the Middle East: Normative
Recognition and Practical Constraints

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The recognition of environmental protection as a fundamental human right marks a significant evolution in
international law. With the adoption of United Nations General Assembly Resolution 76/300 in 2022, the right to a
clean, healthy, and sustainable environment was formally affirmed as a universal human right. For decades, despite
the extensive development of environmental and climate law, human rights considerations were often overlooked
or relegated to peripheral discussions. Resolution 76/300 challenges this long-standing approach by placing human
rights at the center of environmental governance and underscoring the need for collective action to address the
triple planetary crisis of climate change, pollution, and biodiversity loss. Although not legally binding, the resolution

has considerable normative influence on constitutional interpretation, treaty obligations, and regional legal practice.

This paper examines the transformative potential of Resolution 76/300 and its implications for advancing a human
rights-based approach to climate change in the Middle East. The region faces some of the world's most severe
environmental pressures, including water scarcity, food insecurity, desertification, pollution, and heightened climate

vulnerability, all of which collectively threaten human security and sustainable development.

Situating Resolution 76/300 within the broader framework of climate justice, the paper analyzes emerging regional
trends in the recognition of the right to a healthy environment. In recent years, several Middle Eastern states, most
notably Turkiye, Egypt, and Iraqg, have explicitly incorporated this right into their constitutional frameworks. Other
states, such as Iran and Qatar, adopt a more state-centered or public duty approach to environmental protection,
rather than framing it as an individual human right. Across much of the region, environmental governance remains
predominantly policy-driven, characterized by limited justiciability and weak enforcement mechanisms. The paper
argues that the Middle East exemplifies a pattern of normative recognition without effective implementation, where
the right to a healthy environment is increasingly acknowledged in national legislation but remains constrained in

practice.

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A Sociological Analysis of the Role of Climate Change in the Making of the
Syrian Civil War

A B S TR A CT

This research examines the extent to which climate change can contribute to violent conflict, using the Syrian Civil
War as its case study. Since the outbreak of the Syrian Civil War in 2011, scholars have been debating its underlying
causes. A substantial body of sociological research locates the roots of the conflict primarily in politics, emphasizing
authoritarian rule, coercive repression, corruption, and the long-term erosion of state legitimacy. Another body of
work argues that consecutive droughts, potentially intensified by anthropogenic climate change, played an
important role by undermining livelihoods, increasing socioeconomic stress, and contributing to internal
displacement, particularly in rural areas. Despite extensive discussion, the existing literature remains divided on how
environmental pressures should be weighted within the broader causal structure of the Syrian Civil War. Building on
these standpoints, this research found that the interaction of neoliberal economic reforms under Bashar al-Assad,
recurrent drought conditions, climate change as a partial stressor, and the mismanagement of scarce resources
contributed to escalating social grievances among already marginalized groups. Correspondingly, this research

proceeds by synthesizing scholarship on climate—conflict linkages with an analysis of Ba'athist political economy and
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patterns of drought exposure in the years preceding 2011. The Syrian case is used to demonstrate that
environmental stress does not translate mechanically into violence. Rather, it becomes conflict-relevant through
intervening mechanisms such as state policy choices, institutional capacity, and distributive politics. On this reading,
climate-related shocks are best understood as amplifiers of existing fragilities in the Middle East region rather than
autonomous causal drivers. Taken together, these mutually reinforcing dynamics deepened societal grievances,
widened mistrust toward the state, and contributed to the conditions under which unrest escalated into violent
conflict.

The rapid integration of artificial intelligence into digital communication ecosystems has transformed not only the
architecture of cybersecurity but also the dynamics of political power and information control. In regions
characterized by political volatility and hybrid governance structures, digital infrastructures increasingly function as
instruments of both surveillance and influence. This study examines how algorithmic systems, platform governance,
and Al-generated content contribute to emerging forms of digital authoritarianism and information warfare in the
Middle East.

Drawing on interdisciplinary frameworks from communication studies, critical algorithm studies, and security
studies, the study conceptualizes algorithms not merely as technical tools but as de facto media actors that shape
visibility, legitimacy, and public discourse. Through a qualitative case-based analysis focusing on digitally mediated
narratives, manipulated visual content (including Al-generated media), and platform-based amplification

mechanisms, the paper explores how information disorder becomes normalized within polarized digital publics.

The analysis argues that digital authoritarian practices increasingly operate through soft control mechanisms—such
as algorithmic filtering, narrative framing, and the strategic circulation of semi-authentic content—rather than overt
censorship alone. This shift complicates traditional cybersecurity paradigms, as threats emerge not only from

external actors but also from domestic information infrastructures.

By situating cybersecurity within a broader socio-communicative framework, the paper proposes a
reconceptualization of information warfare as a hybrid communicative process where technological affordances,
political interests, and audience vulnerabilities intersect. The findings contribute to regional studies by highlighting
how digital governance models in the Middle East reflect both global technological dependencies and localized

power configurations.

Active Deterrence and Chokepoint Leverage in the Strait of Hormuz: Iran's
Naval Strategy and the Energy Market Shock of the 2026 Iran—U.S.—Israel
War

A B S TR A CT

The Strait of Hormuz is one of the most strategic maritime chokepoints in the world and a critical corridor for global
energy transportation, where around one-fifth of the world's seaborne oil trade passes through this narrow
waterway daily, connecting the major energy producers of the Persian Gulf to global markets. Since alternative
export routes from the region remain limited in capacity, the stability and security of the strait are essential to the
functioning of global energy security; thus the Strait of Hormuz has long been a central focus of regional security

dynamics and international strategic competition.

Iran's geographic position along the northern coastline of the strait, along with its sustained military presence in the
Persian Gulf, provides Tehran with significant influence over maritime activity in the area. This proximity enables
Iran to potentially use the strait as a form of geopolitical leverage during periods of regional tension. At the same

time the legal framework governing navigation in the strait remains politically contested.

This study argues that Iran has gradually adapted its naval strategy to use the Strait of Hormuz not only as a defensive
boundary but also as an instrument of active deterrence. Since the end of the Iran—Iraq War, Iran's naval strategy
has shifted from a primarily defensive posture toward an approach centered on asymmetric naval warfare and

strategic use of chokepoints rather than attempting to match the conventional naval superiority of its adversaries.

The 2026 conflict involving Iran, the United States, and Israel illustrates how this strategy can function in practice.
During the escalation Iran restricted passage through the Strait of Hormuz while allowing limited access to certain
allies. This selective control of maritime transit demonstrated how the strait can be used simultaneously as a
deterrent mechanism and a tool of geopolitical leverage; the resulting disruption highlighted the vulnerability of
global energy flows to regional conflict and underscored the strategic importance of maritime chokepoints in shaping

international security dynamics.

This research seeks to break down the concept of strategic autonomy for the Gulf Arab states by verifying whether
their repositioning in the shifting international order reflects a genuine geopolitical shift or is merely a temporary
political mirage. For decades, the Gulf states have relied on a solid formula based on exchanging oil for American
protection. However, this unilateral model has become outdated in the context of a multipolar world, prompting

these countries to adopt a more advanced strategy based on diversifying partnerships and options.

Although the major systemic transformations—from the decline of American influence to the emergence of new
Eastern powers—represent the main driving force behind this trend, the formulation of Gulf states' responses is
deeply influenced by internal factors. At the forefront are the ambitious developmental visions, chief among them
"Saudi Vision 2030," and similar plans for Qatar and the United Arab Emirates, which carry existential imperatives

for comprehensive economic and social reforms.

This study argues that the Gulf countries no longer accept the role of client or protected states within the Western
system. Rather, they are actively seeking to build a model of "new realistic sovereignty," aiming to transform into
influential structural centers in a multipolar world. However, this ambition reveals the fundamental dilemmas faced
by middle powers in a turbulent international system, where they find themselves constrained by international

restrictions and internal pressures.

Following the analysis of these drivers and determinants, the research provides a critical assessment of the
potentials and limits of Gulf strategic autonomy, concluding with a fundamental question: Does this path represent
a permanent structural shift in the Gulf role, or is it merely a temporary and fragile hedging strategy lacking
sustainable foundations?

2026 War Against Iran: A Critical Juncture for the Gulf States' Political-
Economic Model?

A B S TR A CT

Until recently, thanks to oil revenues, the Gulf Arab states were either "middling rentiers" (Bahrain, Saudi Arabia,
Oman) or "extreme rentiers" (Kuwait, Qatar, UAE), as Michael Herb put it. Following the collapse of oil prices in
2014—and, in some cases, even earlier, such as in Dubai—these countries have been preparing their economies for
"the day after" the depletion of their oil wealth.

These countries are developing various strategies, but what they have in common is an attempt to use the funds
accumulated from oil in their sovereign wealth funds for investments; leveraging the countries' geographic location
to transform them into logistics and transportation hubs (including by developing their flag carriers such as Emirates,
Etihad Airways, FlyDubai, and Qatar Airways); attracting investment and developing tourism; and investing with

environmental, social, and governance (ESG) considerations.

Following the beginning of Donald Trump's second term as President of the United States, several countries in the
region, such as the UAE and Saudi Arabia, signed agreements or announced plans to establish data centers on their
territory and invest in the United States. In response to the attack by the U.S. and Israel in February 2026, Iran

launched strikes against targets in neighboring Gulf countries. The closure of the Strait of Hormuz, the halt of the
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Arab Gulf states' oil and gas production, and the bombing of their energy infrastructure led to a global rise in oil and

gas prices.

In the tradition of historical institutionalism, these events can be viewed as a critical juncture for the political-
economic model of these countries. Two main scenarios for the development of these countries are emerging. The
first involves a return to greater dependence on oil and natural gas revenues; the second suggests that traumatic

events will lead to an even stronger impetus to build a post-oil future.

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Saudi Arabia and United Arab Emirates: Evolving Role in Smart Power

A B S T R A C T

This paper attempts to clarify the use of "smart power" as a foreign policy tool used by Saudi Arabia and the United
Arab Emirates. These countries seek to bolster their domestic and military strength through diverse regional and
global alliances, while simultaneously providing humanitarian aid and promoting artificial intelligence in the Middle
East.

The paper examines three distinct approaches adopted by these two countries and compares them: the political
sphere, through financial and humanitarian aid, such as the UAE's assistance in ports in the Horn of Africa, the
development of the port of DP World Berbera New Port, and the establishment of the Assab base in Eritrea,
alongside Saudi Arabia's support for Sudan. The second sphere is artificial intelligence diplomacy—the UAE
established a Minister of Artificial Intelligence, while Saudi Arabia invested heavily in the technology. The third

sphere involves military bases, such as the UAE's bases in Eritrea and Saudi Arabia's base diplomacy in Djibouti.

This study aims to elucidate the strategic frameworks employed by these two countries in managing their foreign
affairs. The study concludes that these policies are proactive policies and that their implementation has produced a
clearly defined hybrid strategy that has reshaped the image of the GCC countries not as recipients of Western smart

Labour Market Push—Pull Dynamics: The Case of Indonesian Migrant
Workers in Saudi Arabia and the UAE

This study investigates the migration trajectories of Indonesian migrant workers within the Gulf, providing a
comparative analysis of the push-pull dynamics governing their employment in Saudi Arabia and the United Arab
Emirates (UAE). Labor migration remains a critical yet complex component of the Indonesia—Gulf corridor, shaped

by shifting bilateral agreements, protectionist policies, and the evolving socio-economic demands of host countries.

Grounded in Lee's Push-Pull Theory, this research explores why Saudi Arabia and the UAE remain primary
destinations for Indonesian labor despite evolving regulatory frameworks and the inherent challenges associated
with transnational migration. The analysis identifies "push" factors rooted in Indonesia's domestic landscape, such
as regional economic disparities and the strategic necessity of remittances for rural development. On the "pull" side,
the study distinguishes between the two primary destinations within the Gulf: Saudi Arabia is characterized by its
deep-rooted historical and religious ties, while the UAE is increasingly defined by its modernized institutional

frameworks and specialized labor recruitment centers.

Furthermore, the paper examines the impact of the Kafala (sponsorship) system and recent labor reforms—such as
the Saudi "Siyasah" and the UAE's updated labor laws—on worker mobility and agency. By synthesizing policy reports
and recent scholarship, the research argues that the attraction of the Gulf countries is no longer purely economic
but is increasingly mediated by the perceived level of legal protection and the rigor of bilateral labor oversight. This
study contributes to Gulf Studies by highlighting the intersections of labor migration, international relations, and

policy reform within the Indonesia—Gulf corridor.

The Other Antisemitism: From Hatred of Ishmaelites to American
Islamophobia

A B S T R A C T

The word "Islamophobia" is a relatively recent neologism: first used in the early twentieth century, it has become a
popular term designating the "fear of Islam" only some thirty plus years ago. The term "antisemitism" (and its
variations) is not much older yet evokes a much stronger reaction: in a post-Shoah world, antisemitism is universally

strongly condemned and considered morally offensive, yet Islamophobia is often seen as excusable, tolerable, or
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even condoned as a valid critique against the religion of Islam. Ironically, oftentimes Muslims are accused of holding
antisemitic attitudes, yet traditionally the term Semitic denoted speakers of all Semitic languages, including Arabic-

speaking Muslims.

This paper will study the parallel histories of medieval European attitudes toward Jews and Muslims—i.e., anti-
Jewish and anti-Muslim rhetoric—suggesting that both phenomena have long, shared roots in Christian apologetic
discourse of late antiquity. Christian apologists jumbled the two religions from early on, decrying Islam as a "new
Judaism" (Wasserstrom), referring to both as infidels during the Crusades, hurled accusations against each as

untrustworthy and lying (the so-called kol-nidrei and tagiyya accusations), and accused both of sexual deviancy.

Visual imagery of medieval times depicts Muhammad with the Judenhut, and Spanish medieval art went as far as
accusing Muslims of being responsible for the crucifixion of Jesus, just to give a few examples of medieval hatred

toward both "Semites." Contemporary accusations against both groups exhibit the same patterns of similarity.

Further, this paper will suggest that a broader use of the term antisemitism—referring to Islamophobia as "the other
antisemitism" —is an effective counter-Islamophobia strategy, and that such usage of the term is fully appropriate,

given the common historical roots of Christian hatred toward Jews and Muslims.

The Persian Gulf has always been a region for geopolitical tension, owing to its critical role in the global energy
supply. The First Gulf War, or the invasion of Kuwait, was a turning point in history, marking a profound effect on

various aspects, including the stability of the area, the security of global energy routes, and international trade.

The study concentrates on the Persian Gulf as a critical zone that includes one of the most crucial maritime routes—
the Strait of Hormuz—and highlights how any conflict in the region directly affects energy flows and maritime
security, clarifying the impacts of instability in the Gulf region on global economic stability and security. The research
aims to explore how the First Gulf War changed strategies by responding to such challenges, addressing precisely

how maritime security and navigation safety were established during the conflict.

By covering key issues, including naval mines that threatened both military and commercial shipping and the
disruption of military operations during Operation Desert Storm that obstructed safe passage, it demonstrates how
maritime threats and compromised safe passage during the war demanded both regional and global action to
reestablish order. The case study underlines the link between geopolitical tensions and global maritime security,
with findings that contribute to a greater understanding of how international coordination and naval operations

played an important role in maintaining secure navigation and stability in strategic waterways.

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From Bureaucracy to Ecstasy: The Liminal Death Story of a Mad Scribe in
Early Modern Ottoman Thessaloniki

A B S TR A CT

This paper explores the intricate relationship between urban space, social marginality, and supernatural agency in
16th-century Ottoman prose narratives. Focusing on a story from Cinani's prose collection Bedayiii'l-Asar, it
examines the "liminal death" of a former imperial scribe (divan katibi) who transitions from the rational world of

bureaucracy to the mystical state of meczub (divine madness).

| argue that the geographical borders of imperial administration constituted fertile ground for the production of
narratives that unsettled and reconfigured normative boundaries. Accordingly, these frontier spaces did not simply
accommodate supernatural accounts but operated as epistemological sites in which Ottoman reality was

continuously tested, (re)shaped, and expanded through the figure of the meczub.

Drawing on liminality, this study interprets the meczup as mediating early modern anxieties surrounding death,
identity, and divine knowledge, while ritual motifs reconfigure madness as a form of spiritual authority that reorients
Ottoman social and spatial imagination. Furthermore, the discussion extends to how these narratives functioned as
a counter-geography, where the rigid hierarchies of the center were challenged by the fluid, supernatural

experiences of the periphery.

By bridging literary analysis with historical geography, this study highlights how the supernatural served as a tool for
negotiating the complex sociopolitical landscape of the 16th-century Middle East, ultimately revealing that the

marginal was essential to the construction of the imperial self.
